The doubles team that controls the net typically        

controls the point.  Here are three ways for you and 

your partner to take over the net: 
 

1. Serve and Volley:  Serve and allow your forward 

momentum to carry you into the court.  Get as close 

to the net while under control so you’re there to 

volley the return.   

2. Short Ball:  If one or both partners are back, you 

can wait for a short ball.  Attack it and you and your 

partner can get up to the net.   

3. Don’t stand and watch your partner volley:  Rather 

than stay back while your partner volleys, get up to 

the net and cover your side.
